REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS FOR TPWD BOATING RELATED ACCIDENTS, WATER FATALITIES, AND BWI /BUI REPORTS

FORMS:


PWD 0311-L2000   Boating Accident Report
The PWD 0311 is to be used for boating accidents that involve damages that exceed $500.00 and/or injuries that require treatment beyond first aid.

This report should only be completed by the operator of the vessel.
PWD 047-L2000     Boating Accident Investigation & Boating                                                

                                Related Water Fatality Report

The PWD 047 is required when an MSEO officer determines that an investigation is required, involves serious bodily injury such as propeller strikes, possible charges being filed, or involves a boating related water fatality.

PWD 0060-L2000    Water Fatality Report (non-boating related)                                

The PWD 0060 is to be used for water related fatalities on public waters that are NOT boating related fatalities.  Fatalities on private waters are not  to be reported to TPWD.

                                 BWI / BUI Report
The BWI / BUI Report is required to be submitted to TPWD for situations where an officer determines a person has allegedly operated a boat on public waters.  This one page report is for statistical purposes only and should not include case documentation, evidence, or officer reports.  


              M S E O Annual Roster


     
The MSEO Annual Roster is required to be completed by every agency that employs officers with MSEO certification.  The report is due to TPWD by May 31st and December 31st of each year.
