PROJECT TITLE: Balcones Canyonlands Preserve Land Acquisition  

 

OBJECTIVE(S):  To acquire lands for the Balcones Canyonlands Preserve as funding permits towards 

the BCCP goal of 30,428 acres and 62 caves. 

 

Summary of Progress:  Travis County purchased a 108.711-acre property in the Cypress Creek 

macrosite. The property is adjacent to three BCP tracts previously purchased with Section 6 E-5-

L grant funds. Acquisition was vital for connectivity and configuration in the macrosite, linking 

the Attwood, Blake and King preserve tracts (to the north) with New Life International (aka 

Blizzard), the Crossings and Toops BCP tracts, (to the south).   Please see attached Spezia Final
