• Cyclists should pass other trail users slowly and considerately.  Hikers and cyclists 
should always yield to horses and make their presence known well in advance, then 
move aside to allow horses to pass, if passing from the opposite direction; if passing 
horses from behind, hikers and bikers should pass on the left after making the rider 
aware of their presence.

• Pets are permitted on the trails, but must be under control and on a leash at all times.
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Ice, firewood, T-shirts, caps and 
one-of-a-kind gift items are available 
at the Texas State Parks Store located 
in our park headquarters building.
